4. Reports of Subcommittees

a) Informatics [Ed Barbour]
Mr. Barbour announced that the Informatics department is resuming iRIS testing (submission of protocols) in December. Mr. Barbour stated that he expects to phase out the Protocol Submission System with iRIS by the 1st Quarter.  Mr. Barbour also announced that video training sessions would begin in December as a refresher course for reviewers.  Mr. Barbour reported that a Clinical Scholar Alumni Survey has been created with the help of Angela Slattery and Dr. Coller. Mr. Barbour asked the board for creative feedback regarding the survey and that all suggestions be sent to Dr. Coller via e-mail.

b) Inter-Institutional Collaboration, Recruitment, and Community Engagement [Rhonda Kost]

Dr. Kost announced that the CCTS submitted a grant proposal to Westat in collaboration with the National Center for Research Resources (NCRR) in conjunction with the Clinical Directors Network (CDN).  The proposal seeks to develop a new collaboration between Rockefeller and CDN to develop a new, sustainable pathway for bidirectional collaboration in the design and conduct of translational research that addresses the dual needs of the T1-T2 translational scientists of RU and the clinician-researchers and patient population of the community-based practice network. The funding decisions will be announced in January 2009.

Ms. Solomon noted that she would look into whether she could distribute the basic guidelines for interactions with Industry prepared by the CTSA PPP Key Function committee.
